A Brief History
The Servant’s Heart was founded in 1994 as an urban, developmental, and holistic ministry to serve some of
the poorest people in Guatemala. It began by visiting the families living in the shanty towns around the

garbage dump in Guatemala City. Through developing relationships with these people, many of their needs
were seen and met. It is how we began...and it is how we continue today.

The essential first step to building relationships with
the individual and their community. (Isaiah 58:6-7)

Basic Needs
Providing food, clothing, and living assistance. (Matthew 25:35-40)

Health Care

Providing preventative and curative treatment through
medical clinics and hygiene needs. (Matthew 4:24)
